Second Lieutenant James Esrick Greenwood
was first to lead his men to Pear trench in the battle of Hamel in 1918. No. 896 15th
Battalion, F Company unit of the 4" brigade. His brother John William Greenwood was killed

in action in Belgium, 15th February 1919.

As children were to be very careful and behave because ‘Jim’ had a bad temper and we were
told how that had played out with other family members. He could be reactive and would
not suffer fools but having said that he was
generally a polite man who could be respected
(though he used ‘bloody’ a lot) and his mind was

sound till the time of his death.

He spent his last years fishing while living at Evans
Head. After the war he had owned a service station

in the Lismore area.

Who can image what his life would have been with

the horrors of the first World War etched into his

brain? He slept with a gun under His pillow

throughout his life. He was gassed during the war losing a third of his stomach, yet he lived

till 91 and died in 1981.

He was remarkable man. Most people after such experiences were shell shocked and not
able to function normally but Jim set up business and made it into old age spanning a

remarkable century of change.



He would go duck hunting and never missed his target. He was a

perfect shot.

On one occasion a road block was set up because family and others

were afraid that he was going to kill his wife who had left him.

Jim Greenwood was involved in hand-to-hand combat in the

trenches when sent to the great war in France.
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He was awarded the Military Cross

'For conspicuous gallantry and devotion to duty. He led his platoon into an enemy strong

point, being first in. He bore a great part in the hand-to-hand fighting that ensued, and his

men were all greatly influenced by his example, carrying everything before them. He

displayed courage and leadership of a high order.'

Jim was one of two men out of hundreds that came out alive from one place during the

fighting. He was also at Gallipoli.

As they moved under fire towards the Pear Trench, the way was blocked by barbed wire
which was expected to have been cut by the first barrage but it remained obstructing their
way. While attempting to move through or over the wire, the Germans began hurling
grenades at them. The tanks they were expecting to accompany them on the battle field
had not arrived. Instead, the Lewis guns (as pictured) provided cover fire for the advancing
riflemen. The Lewis
gunners stood up and
fired from the hip
because of the tall crops
that obscured their
vision. And they were
able to suppress the
German machine-guns
but took heavy
casualties, and also
allowing the company to
rush two of the

machine-guns.

Concerning medals and
awards or parades Jim
was not interested. | was
told if he ever came
across his commanding
officer, he would rather

kill him. He also had no

time for the British.

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Angels of Somme
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The angels of Mons witnessed by many in the battle become legend. Less known is the
angels seen at the western front where the 15" Brigade was taken. ‘In 1918, near the town
of Bethune, France, the German troops declared that a cavalry clothed all in white and
mounted on white horses attacked them. The riders could not be killed with conventional

weapons, including machine guns; and the Germans were again forced to retreat.’

James Greenwood had said that before the battle (which battle was not specified nor did he
generally speak of the war) angels appeared in the sky and he said he could not believe in a

God watching on the scene of such a battle. James Greenwood did not die a church going

man.

| was told evil angels appeared in the sky before the onslaught. On further investigation the

reports were to my surprise of angels helping the British at Mons and here at Bethune on

the western front.
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So, from one side of France in Le Hamel to Mons on the other side there were various

sightings and many reports.



Eye witness reports

The Angel Warriors at Mons

" was with my battalion in the retreat from Mons on or about August 28. The German
cavalry were expected to make a charge, and we were waiting to fire and scatter them so as
to enable the French cavalry who were on our right to make a dash forward. However, the
German aeroplanes discovered our position and we remained where we were.

"The weather was very hot and clear, and between eight and nine o’clock in the evening |
was standing with a party of nine other men on duty, and some distance on either side
there were parties of ten on guard. Immediately behind us half of my battalion was on the
edge of a wood resting. An officer suddenly came up to us in a state of great anxiety and
asked us if we had seen anything startling [the word used was ' astonishing He hurried away
from my ten to the next party of ten. When he had got out of sight |, who was the non-
commissioned officer in charge, ordered two men to go forward out of the way of the trees
in order to find out what the officer meant. The two men returned reporting that they could
see no sign of any Germans; at that time we thought that the officer must be expecting a

surprise attack.

“Immediately afterwards the officer came back, and taking me and some others a few yards
away showed us the sky. | could see quite plainly in mid-air a strange light which seemed to
be quite distinctly outlined and was not a reflection of the moon, nor were there any clouds
in the neighbourhood. The light became brighter and | could see quite distinctly three
shapes, one in the centre having what looked like outspread wings, the other two were not
so large, but were quite plainly distinct from the centre one. They appeared to have a long
loose-hanging garment of a golden tint, and they were above the German line facing us.
“We stood watching them for about three-quarters of an hour. All the men with me saw
them, and other men came up from other groups who also told us that they had seen the
same thing. | am not a believer in such things, but | have not the slightest doubt that we

really did see what | now tell you.”

“I remember the day because it was a day of terrible anxiety for us. That morning the

Ministers had a bad time on our right, and 90 had the Scots Guards. We managed to get to



the wood and there we barricaded the roads and remained in the formation | have told you.
Later on the Uhlans attacked us and we drove them back with heavy loss. It was after this

engagement when we were dog-tired that the vision appeared to us.”

"I shall never forget it as long as | live. | lie awake in bed and picture it all as | saw it that
night. Of my battalion there are now only five men alive besides myself, and | have no hope
of ever getting back to the front. | have a record of fifteen years’ good service, and | should

be very »orry to make a fool of myself by telling a story merely to please any one.”

"It was very funny,” he said. '"We came over quiet and still. It took us that way. We didn’t
know what to make of it. And there we all were, looking up at those three figures, saying
nothing, just wondering, when one of the chaps called out, ‘God’s with us’—and that kind of
loosened us. Then when we were falling in for the march, the captain said to us, 'Well, men,
we can cheer up now; we’ve got someone with us.” And that’s just how we felt. As | tell you,
we marched thirty-two miles that night, and the Germans didn't fire either rifle or cannon

the whole way."
Another report:

“| was riding along in the column with two other officers, and | became conscious of the fact
that in the fields on both sides of the road along which we were marching, | could see a very
large body of horsemen. These horsemen seemed to have the appearance of cavalry, and
they seemed to be riding across the fields and going in the same direction as us and keeping
level with us. The night was not very dark, and | fancied that | could see squadron after
squadron of these cavalrymen quite distinctly. | didn't say a word about them at first, but |
watched them for about twenty minutes. The other two officers stopped talking. 'Did you
see anything?' one asked. | told him what I'd seen. 'l've been watching them for the last
twenty minutes,' he said. When we reached the next halt, another officer took out a party
of men to investigate the mystery. They found no one there, and yet the same phenomenon

was seen by many men in our column.”



The battle of : A young woman who was at Stepney Soldiers and Sailors meeting, said she
had just received a letter from her hushand who was at the battle of Neuve Chapelle.

wrote: In the course of the battle | saw the angels all around us.'

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AFFIDAVIT. |, Robert Cleaver No. 10515, a private in the 1st Cheshire Regiment of His
Majesty's Army, make oath and say as follows: That | personally was at Mons and saw the
vision of angels with my own eyes. Sworn at Kinmel Park in the County of Flint this 20th day
of August 1915. Robert Cleaver. Before me Geo S. Hazelhurst, one of his majesties Justices
of the Peace, acting in and for the County of Flint. In an interview with Mr Hazelhurst,
Private Cleaver explained that things were at their bleakest with our troops. If it hadn't been
for this supernatural intervention they would have been annihilated. Suddenly the vision

came between them and the German cavalry.

The subject was debated in the churches and in the English and German newspapers but it

was hard to discount thousands of eye witness reports.

What is interesting is the similarities between the past and the present looking towards the

Guido von List (5 October 1848 - 17 May 1919), was an Austrian occultist, journalist,
playwright, and novelist who was inspired by and referenced the work of Blavatsky.
